Call regular session to order/Roll call

Council members present were Chuck Humberd, Barbara Pate, MaryAnne Manring and Brent Wallen.    It was determined a quorum was present.  Attending staff were City Clerk, Vanessa Harper, City Superintendent, Raymond Heryford and Building Inspector/Code Enforcer, John Wilson.  City Attorney, Peter Lee was absent.

Pledge and Invocation 
After attendees recited the Pledge of Allegiance, invocation was given by alderperson, Barbara Pate.

Agenda Approval:
Pate motioned, seconded by Humberd, carried; accepting the modified agenda adding Officer Sexton’s presentation during “Mayor Communications” and an update on the new truck order during “Old Business” for the regular scheduled meeting on June 14, 2021.  Unanimously approved.

Visitors:  
-Local resident, Dennis Anthony, addressed Council on several topics and urged members to consider repairing his street, Morgan Drive soon.  No votes taken.
-Another local resident, Richard Carter, expressed his frustration with his neighbors’ high grass and speeders on Morgan Drive.  Mr.  Carter also inquired who was responsible for maintaining the street in front of the new Dollar Store.  Council agreed it would be the City.  Wilson stated he had already requested the construction company repair any damage done to the street during the construction.  No vote taken.  
-On behalf of the local Sertoma group, Lyndon Kenney, requested the City allow an emergency access at the end of Sunset Street for the rodeo to allow emergency vehicles and overflow traffic.  Pate motioned, seconded by Manring, carried; to allow the temporary emergency access off Sunset Street for the two (2) days of the rodeo, June 18 and 19, for use as needed.  Pate, Manring and Humberd: Yes.  Wallen: No.  None: Absent. 
Also, per Kenney’s request, Manring motioned, seconded by Pate, carried; to use the City broom to clean off the street around the rodeo area for the Sertoma group.  Wallen, Pate, Manring: Yes.  Humberd: No.  None: Absent.

Minutes:
Motion made by Wallen, seconded by Pate, carried; to approve the minutes as read for the regular council meeting on May 24, 2021.  Unanimously approved.       

Bills: 
-Wallen motioned, seconded by Pate, carried; to approve and pay bills as presented.  Unanimously approved.  Wallen suggested charging customers for using the charging station on the square.  Manring requested the topic be added to next meeting’s agenda.   

Comments from the Public: 
Local resident, Donna Underwood suggested fixing each street properly rather than just patching several streets.  George Pyle reported Preston Lane had a tree growing in the middle of it.  Heryford will address.

OLD BUSINESS
Wallen motioned, seconded by Pate, carried; to table until further notice Bill 21-573 reducing the general speed limit from 25 to 20 in town.  Unanimously approved.  Manring suggested increasing the number of speed limit signs to educate newcomers to the area on the legal speed limit.  Heryford will follow up. 
-Manring motioned, seconded by Pate, carried; to table discussion on increasing the limit for competitive pricing until Lee is available to advise.  Unanimously approved.  
-Harper will attempt to schedule a solar review meeting for one of the meetings in July.  
-Wilson confirmed moving forward with trading in the 2017 Ram truck for a 2022 Ram truck even though Fugate had been able to repair the 2017 Ram truck and the price difference between the 2021 which was originally proposed, and 2022 models was unknown.  The cost to remove the snowplow brackets from the 2017 Ram and place them on the new truck was also unknown.
