Call regular session to order/Roll call

Council members present were Mark Frieze, Barbara Pate, MaryAnne Manring and Larry Koch.  It was determined a quorum was present.  Attending staff were City Clerk, Vanessa Harper and City Superintendent, Raymond Heryford along with City Attorney, Peter Lee and Building Inspector/Code Enforcer, John Wilson.  

Pledge and Invocation 
After attendees recited the Pledge of Allegiance, invocation was given by alder person Barbara Pate. 

Agenda Approved:
Manring motioned, seconded by Pate, carried; to approve the agenda set for the February 10, 2020 City Council meeting.  Unanimously approved.

Visitors:
None.

Minutes:
Motion made by Koch, seconded by Frieze, carried; to approve the minutes as read for the previous regular Council meeting on January 27, 2020.   Unanimously approved.       

Bills: 
Manring motioned, seconded by Pate, carried; to approve and pay bills as presented.  Unanimously approved.  

Comments from the Public: 
None.

OLD BUSINESS
Code Enforcer, John Wilson reported his State Highway Department contact Eric Turner didn’t think adding signs to Highway 32 designating Fourth Street as a truck route would be an issue however, he would research and let Wilson know for certain.  
Manring motioned, seconded by Pate, carried; to continue looking for a dump truck suitable for the City’s needs including a warranty and a ceiling cost limit of $55,000.00.  Unanimously approved.  Council reserved the right to approve the actual purchase once a dump truck complying with the City’s stipulations was found.         

Reports from Appointed Boards 
Park: Absent.  Pate motioned, Koch seconded, carried; per the Park Board’s recommendation, to move forward with the electrical repairs at the west end of the park as well as the outlet upgrades to the downstairs community building with a total estimated cost of $1,285.00.  Unanimously approved.  Heryford noted he had two additional cameras to install in the park.
Frieze motioned, seconded by Manring, carried; to allow the Caplinger Fire Department use of the downstairs community building February 22 with fees waived for their fish fry fund raising event.  Unanimously approved.

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Airport:  George Burns representing the airport board relayed their suggestions including separate meters for the hanger and pilot’s lounge.  Several issues were raised therefore Council decided to meet with the MRVS group and address the City’s list of concerns.   The airport board also recommended barricading the north entrance to prevent mud and debris from being deposited on the taxiway areas.  
Sheriff Department Liaison: Absent.   

SCHEDULED BUSINESS
After careful deliberation, Bill 20-563 to be Ordinance 563 was tabled until next meeting allowing members time to consider the bill’s impact.   

Reports from Appointed Officials 
City Attorney:  Nothing for open or close.
Public Works Supervisor:   Reported the MRWA representative would be in Stockton at the end of March to research water leaks and the APAC rep would be in town on Tuesday, February 11 to measure streets for bid specifications.  Nothing for closed.
City Clerk:  Reported Ky3 would need use of the park May 14 only.  Nothing for closed.
Building Inspector/Code Enforcer:  Will get with Lee after February 13 to discuss moving forward with Craig Street demolition.   Nothing for closed.

COMMUNICATIONS FROM ELECTED OFFICALS:
Pate: Nothing for open or closed.
Manring:   Reported her team was still researching options for recycling and ways to educate recyclers.  Nothing for closed.
Koch:   Requested actual cost of the new hanger/pilot’s quarters being built in comparison to the amortized amount of $40,000.00.  Koch noted the data would be helpful if the City decides to build additional hangers in the future.  Mayor Norell will research.
Koch reported the newly installed light at the intersection of Blake and Dunlap was not working.  Manring also reported a streetlight at the intersection at Pine and Vine not working.  Heryford will check out.  Nothing for closed.  
Frieze:  Asked whether the City could realistically afford to purchase a dump truck and if so where the funds would come from.  Harper confirmed Frieze there were funds available and the cost could be spread across four departments however warned there were not exorbitant monies available and therefore urged careful consideration.  Harper explained the dump truck would be a capital expenditure and paid for out of operating reserves.   Nothing for closed.  
MAYOR –COMMUNICATIONS:
Mayor Norell:  
Reviewed the 2019-20 Action Plan’s initiative regarding streets which includes repairs to Elm, Lake, Brown and Third Street.  Norell urged members to bump up Surf Street repairs currently listed in the Five-Year Plan if funds were available and ground conditions allowed.  Pate added Fourth Street was also in desperate need of repairs and was bound to get worse if the street was made a truck route street.    No vote taken.  
Mayor Norell asked Council to vote on moving forward with City Hall security improvements.  Manring motioned, seconded by Pate, carried; to move forward with installing an exterior door on the east side of the building next to the vault if the cost is less than $3,000.00.  Unanimously approved.  Manring noted if the cost was over $3,000.00 Council should reevaluate the situation.

Manring motioned, seconded by Koch, carried; to adjourn the regular session meeting at 6:01 p.m.
